General  Information:    By  definition,  a  quilt  is  two  layers  of  fabric  with  a  filling  that  is  stitched  together  with  lines  or  a  
pafern.    Quilting  must  be  done  by  hand  or  machine.  A  four  inch  sleeve  must  be  afached  to  the  back  of  the  quilt  along  with  a   
label  that  includes  the  entrant’s  name  and  quilt  name.  Quilts  accepted  must  remain  at  the  museum  for  the  entire  duration  of  
the  show.
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
