Imagination is the 
guide.  

Each packet contains !  yard of two fabrics, and costs 
)10.  Only 40 packets are available.  However, if all the 
packets are sold, members can get the 2012 Guidelines 
from Judy Juntunen, rycraftjuntunen@aol.com, and 
purchase challenge fabric at JanniLou Creations for as 
long as it lasts.  Additional fabric can also be purchased 
by members who bought a packet.

Participants can add as many additional fabrics as they 
like.  The guidelines are:

*  The challenge fabric must be used on the front of 
your quilt or wallhanging or the outside of a project such 
as a garment or purse.

*  Challenge yourself to try a new block, technique, 
or machine quilting design.

*  Projects are due at October 2012 Marys River Quilt 
Guild meeting.  Remember the projects must be 
finished to receive a prize.
